The Councils’ building insurance covers the 
structure of the building as required by the 
terms of the lease but not the inside of your 
fl at. 

The contents of your home and the fi xtures 
and fi ttings including kitchens, bathrooms, 
decorations etc are your responsibility and 
are not covered under the Buildings Insurance 
policy.

You will need to arrange your own home 
contents insurance; checking that your 
insurance policy insures not only contents but 
also fi xtures and fi ttings. 

When arranging home contents insurance 
you will need to advise the insurance 
company that you are a Leaseholder and 
need insurance for fi xtures and fi ttings as 
well as contents.   

Home contents 
insurance
When	you	buy	your	fl	at,	buildings	
insurance	is	arranged	by	the	freeholder	
Newcastle	City	Council.		

We recommend that you check your 
policy gives you suffi cient cover for your 
responsibilities under the terms of the lease.

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How to be a good neighbour 

Noise and Anti Social Behaviour 

One of the biggest causes of neighbour disputes 
and usually if you approach your neighbour and 
ask them if they could limit the noise that they 
are creating this could resolve the situation. If 
you know there is going to be noise from your 
property that could cause a nuisance to your 
neighbours let them know before hand so they 
are prepared for it. Both you and you neighbours 
have the right for quiet enjoyment of your own 
homes but if you are experiencing Anti Social 
Behaviour this needs to be reported to our 
HASBET Team who can deal with this on 
0300 1000 101.

Water leaks
Leaks into someone else’s property can cause 
a lot of damage and are the most common 
insurance claims in blocks of fl ats. It is useful if 
you are going away to turn off the water at the 
stopcock in your fl at. If you have a keyholder 
while you are away let us know in case there is an 
emergency and we need to contact them. If you 
have a neighbour living in the fl at below you, be 
aware that if you carry out any plumbing work in 
your property this should be carried out properly 
and by a qualifi ed tradesman to minimize the 
risk of any future leaks. If your property is below 
another fl at and you suffer water ingress into 
your property inform your neighbour as soon as 
possible asking them to get the leak rectifi ed. 

Fire safety and evacuations
It is important that you comply with any fi re 
regulations or evacuation procedures that are in 
place for your block. Do not store petrol, calor gas 
or paraffi n heaters in your fl at or on balconies. 
Do not block landings and hallways with bicycles, 
prams, toys or rubbish. These things can be a 
tripping hazard even if there is not a fi re in the 
building. Make sure you have a working smoke 
alarm that is tested on a regular basis. 

Rubbish
Needs to be put in the rubbish bins or chutes 
provided. Don’t dump things for others to 
remove; Envirocall provide a service for removing 
bulky items which you can arrange by ringing 
0191 274 4000. 

Security
If your building has a communal entrance always 
make sure the main door is locked behind you 
and don’t let any one into the block that you 
don’t know. 

Satellite dishes and cable TV
If you wish to fi t a satellite dish to the outside of 
your property you need to ask us for landlord’s 
permission to do so because the structure of the 
building belongs to us. If you wish to install cable 
TV this would also require landlord’s permission 
because the cables would need to be routed 
through communal areas. For bigger blocks there 
will be a communal aerial system that you can be 
connected to. 

Contents Insurance
This is your responsibility to arrange. You need to 
make sure this includes cover for leaks because 
if you have a leak that damages the contents of 
your neighbours fl at you will be liable for this. If 
you are going away for more than 30 days leaving 
your fl at empty you need to inform your contents 
insurer and us so we can inform your buildings 
insurer because this could affect any claim that 
you make. 

Gas safety
This is a very important issue. If you have any gas 
boilers or appliances in your fl at you need to get 
them serviced annually by a Gas Safe registered 
engineer. It is important to do this regularly 
because if there is any problems with this it will 
not just affect you, but your neighbours as well. If 
you sublet your property you become responsible 
for the landlord’s duties arising under the Gas 
Safety (Installation and Use) Regulations 1998. 

This means, you are responsible for making sure 
gas appliances, pipework and fl ues are safe 
and well-maintained. A yearly gas safety check 
needs to be carried out by a Gas Safe registered 
gas engineer and a copy of the yearly gas safety 
record (CP12) given to the tenant.

Wooden fl oors
These can cause a lot of noise nuisance if you 
have neighbours living below your fl at because 
they transmit sound more easily than other fl oor 
coverings. If you are going to be replacing your 
fl oor covering, carpets and/or rugs are a more 
neighbour friendly option for you to consider. 

Subletting
This is allowed under the terms of your lease 
but you will need to contact us fi rst to inform 
us who is going to be living in the property, 
the details of any managing agent that you are 
using and to give us a separate correspondence 
address for you. We need these details in case 
of any emergency and in order to resolve 
situations with leaks as quickly as possible. You are 
responsible for making sure your tenants behave 
in an appropriate way and not cause a nuisance 
because any action that we need to take will be 
against you as the responsible leaseholder.

The main difference between owning a 
leasehold property and a freehold property 
is that as a Leaseholder you do not own the 
building itself or the land that it sits on. This 
means that someone else is responsible for this. 

As a leaseholder, you own a lease which gives 
you the right to live in your property for a set 
number of years, rather than owning the bricks 
and mortar. The leaseholder is responsible for 
internal parts of the property which are set out 
in the lease agreement; everything else falls to 
the freeholder to maintain. 

In most cases buying a Leasehold property is 
also a cheaper way of owning property than 
buying a freehold property. You can also 
benefi t from any equity that there is in the 
property when you come to sell it and move 
on. 

For Leaseholders, the cost of any external 
maintenance is split between the numbers of 

people living in the building, meaning you only 
have to pay a certain percentage of the total 
cost of any work that is required. This is called 
the due proportion and is set out in your lease. 
If you owned a freehold property you would 
have to pay 100% of the costs of maintaining 
your property. You also don’t need to sort out 
getting the work done – 
we will do this for you. 

For many Leaseholders there is additional 
peace of mind when living in fl ats because 
there is a higher level of security, than with 
freehold properties, due to door entry systems 
and the Concierge service to help keep out any 
unwanted visitors.   

We are also responsible for making sure the 
building is adequately insured against fl ood, 
fi re and storm damage which means you don’t 
need to worry about being covered for any 
unexpected damage that might occur. 

Owning a leasehold property
Becoming	a	leaseholder	has	some	advantages	over	buying	a	freehold	property,	
making	Leasehold	ownership	a	popular	form	of	tenure	in	Britain.	

Whether	you	live	in	a	fl	at	or	a	house	it	is	important	for	you	
			and	your	neighbours	to	be	considerate	towards	each	other.

      Here are some useful tips on being a good neighbour: 
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Home Improvements

These are charges for external and communal 
repairs and can be anything form routine 
repairs and maintenance, for example 
replacing several roof tiles that are missing 
or repairing faulty communal lights, the 
cost of which can be relatively low, to 
Major Works, for example full re-roofi ng 
or lift refurbishment, the cost of which can 
potentially be several thousands of pounds. 

Many other organisations have sinking funds, 
also known as a reserve fund. This is an 
individual savings account for leaseholders to 
put aside money to pay for future major works 
that they may be asked to contribute towards. 

The money can be used towards the costs of 
major repairs or other major works, such as 
replacing a roof or a lift. A fund could also be 
used to cover cyclical items such as external or 
communal painting.

There would be a set amount paid into the 
fund each year as part of the annual service 
charge which leaseholders are not allowed to 
opt out of, even if there are no specifi c works 

planned for the property. 

As payment for works is made over a period 
of time, it can lessen the chance of a one-off 
substantial demand for money to cover any 
major works and also assist leaseholders with 
their budgeting. 

All of our leases allow for sinking funds to 
be charged, however this has not been done 
before for Newcastle City Council leaseholders. 
It may be the case that the Government insists 
on the use of sinking funds in the future but 
in the meantime you should make sure that 
you budget for any future Major Work costs. .

We are aware that leaseholder’s circumstances 
vary, eg works that may affect them, income, 
age etc but by budgeting your own money can 
lessen the impact of
any high bills
that you might
receive. 

Budgeting for the Future
When	living	in	a	leasehold	property	it	is	important	to	remember	that	there	will	
be	additional	charges	that	you	are	required	to	contribute	towards	in	addition	
to	your	annual	service	charges	and	ground	rent.	

As	a	leaseholder	you	are	allowed	to	carry	out	improvements	to	the	inside	of	your	home.
